Power Tower

       We have had some people asking about the Power 
Tower and what would be the next phase. So far we have 
built the external building to the eleven foot height. We 
now need to grout the individual cells and put steel re-
bar in each one. But before we do that we have to drill a 
hole into each cell to insert a rebar, extending out from 
the wall for the external staircase that goes to the top of 
the building. With that completed we will form and pour the staircase, and then the 
roof of the building. To answer peoples questions, this phase should cost about  
$600.00-$800.00. We would also love to have a small  team (5-8 people) come for 
about a week to help with this construction. So if you or your church or small group 
study is looking for something to do this summer, consider this as a way to help us 
and give back to the Lord. We would love to have you.
